On Sunday, March 14th, 2004 from 7:30 to 8:30PM Angelo Musco will present his newest performance, the ILLA project.
ILLA was specifically conceived to be held simultaneously in the two VIP lounges during The 2004 Armory Show.  The idea finds its roots in the passion that the artist nurtures for genetics and his fascination with the primordial container of life.  It is a visual representation of the primeval stage of the human egg development, when the chromosomes define the sex of the future embryo.  The title derives from the translation of the article “THE” that in Italian can be masculine (IL) or feminine (LA).

The performance

Musco will create two “sculptures” using 46 models, 23 for each lounge, wearing baby-blue and baby-pink full body-suits, representing the male and female chromosomes. The models will be positioned on a circular base made of carpet patting, about 1 inch thick.  The diameter of each base is 30 feet. In the IL side (Pier 92), 23 men will be arranged in the shape of the XY chromosomes of the male zygote.  In the LA side (Pier 90), 23 women will re-create the shape of the XX female zygote.

During the performance, in Pier 90, the artist will also be signing his book Operaprena, published by Charta Editions in 2003, with texts by Ombretta Agró and John Berendt.
