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The Other Side of New York is a group show conceived to give exposure in Italy and Europe to seven artists currently living in New York, but not necessarily American-born, I have had the chance to meet during my stay in the American metropolis.

The media the artists work with and their method of creating art are intentionally diverse and varied in response to my desire to show an aggregation of different expressions that cumulatively form part of the artistic background of what I have identified as my personal “other side of New York”.

These are all artists, in fact, who I haven’t “found” through the official venues, as art galleries and exhibition spaces, but who I have accidentally met thanks to those strange and magic coincidences that only New York is able create. A group that well represent, also, the mix of cultures and races, which characterize this unique City.

They are so joint together under this “umbrella” the painters Thierry Alet and Brian Block, who both write texts on their canvases, the first born under the sun of Martinique, the second in the cold Boston; the Norwegians Cecilia Dahl, and her canvases “painted” with chewing-gum and Dag Erik Leversby, whose paintings remind of enlarged laboratory slides; the Korean Wook Choi, who creates fascinating and enigmatic installations; the eclectic photographer Lucien Samaha, born in Beirut, and Mark Lombardi, American from Syracuse, whose delicate schematic drawings are born to illustrate some of the biggest international scandals that have involved various banking, money-laundering, political conspiracy and entire governments all over the world.

Some of them have several exhibitions behind them. Others are quite unknown, mostly in Italy or in Europe, but all of them, with the freshness and originality of their works, will add a new and exciting dimension to the contemporary art scene of the Continent.
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
