FABULAE… FABULARUM
Trans Hudson Gallery, 416 West 13th Street, is proud to present the show Fabulae… Fabularum (Latin for Fairy Tales) organized by Italian curator, Ombretta Agro`.  The show will be on view from September 1st to October 7th, 2000, Tuesday through Saturday, 12:00-6:00 p.m.  The Opening Reception will be held on Thursday, September 7th, from 6:00-9:00 p.m.
Open the door of the gallery and gently indulge your mind back to your own early childhood days, when most of us experienced the wonder of listening to fantastic bed-time stories and falling asleep charmed by their magnificent spells.  Dancing bears, bewitching elves, listening to our dreams…

How many times have we been the protagonists of those stories?  How many times we’ve danced with bears, played with elves, fought with dragons and walked over the rainbow, hand-in-hand with some of the characters from our favorite fairy tales?

These enchanting symbols are the dreamy subjects that populate the magic world of modern fairy tales and those of old, and are the subjects of “the dreams” incorporated into the exhibition. Fairy Tales: Fabulae… Fabularum.         

In an age where less and less time is left for dreams and fantasies, and when—even in the arts—poetry and “kingdoms of magic” are erased by an often violent world, this show is intended to be an occasion to leave the “real world” outside the walls of the Gallery.  We can enter and experience fairy tales from artists that enable us to dream, once again, as we did in our childhood.

Eleven artists from various and different cultures; eleven artists expressing themselves through different media; eleven diverse artists, yet, whose bodies of work all belong to the same dimension of reverie and daydreams, as they come together to create this exhibition.

And so let the journey begin by sailing with Dutch artist Rob van Erve on his paper boat, the Bateau sur l’Octaedro, toward the sand castles of Chilean artist Isabel Klotz’s photo installation.  And then across the ocean to the endless ice fields of Antarctica to play with the Lucky Girls of the American Meghan Boody, to land at the delicate landscapes of paintings created on silk and chiffon by the Korean Jai Hart.

The pilgrimage continues through the virtual space of the Fair e-Tales web-site designed by American trio Jon Ippolito, Joline Blais and Keith Frank, and the hanging books of Luisa Rabbia, from Italy, that narrate the adventure of the human life.  From Rabbia’s installation gently we move toward the magic world of the pastel color paintings of Italian artist Nicola Bolla, chasing a rabbit covered with diamonds leading us to the dim light of Lucignolo, a bronze sculpture created by another Italian, Alex Pinna, which represents a creature somewhere between Pinocchio and a delightful little fairy.  Now, let’s fly over the rainbow to our last stop where we explore (with Dorothy from the timeless Wizard of Oz) the magic landscapes of giant flowers presented in a discomfiting video projection by German, David Krippendorff.

Come with me, and revisit—at least for the time we spend in the Gallery—that little child who still lives and breathes within our egos.
