Grass

Amy Albracht’s work is basically a love poem to plastic and nature. Although she comes from a painting background, the artist has always experimented with various plastic materials, mainly putting them to pictorial ends. As of late, Albracht’s work has taken a sculptural turn. Working in three dimensions has increased her engagement with ideas of landscape and space.

This project began with an acute case of cabin fever that struck the artist during her second winter in New York City. She satisfied her craving for fresh, green nature by making surrogate natural elements that played by "apartment rules."

In this case, Albracht produced a bed of grass for an elevator. The grass is made from sheets of lightweight plastic that are seamed in a honeycomb structure. When someone walks on or lays in the piece, it cushions their weight. The grass slowly returns to its original upright state when the weight is removed. When the bed of grass isn’t wanted it folds flat, considerately yielding floor space.
