JUAN MATOS CAPOTE

IN-BETWEEN
The title, In-Between, refers to the experience of space and time between floors that takes place in an elevator.  The elevator is a room where people are “thrown” together without election, and where there is a direct and short experience of time and space. People get in an elevator to go from one floor to another, and there is sometimes (mental, verbal or physical( contact among them while waiting for the desired floor.
In his works, Matos Capote has been exploring various ways in which to engage the viewer in different readings—to switch perception from visual to textual, from color to sound, or from color to smell. Some years ago, he began to add onomatopoeias onto the surfaces of his monochromes paintings. By giving an aural dimension to monochrome painting the artist tried to give sound and visuals the same emphasis. By using now three-dimensional onomatopoeias totally covered with goose feathers, he is attempting to engage the viewer in visual, aural and tactile perceptions.

By using onomatopoeias that refer to sounds made by people while having an orgasm, Matos Capote is referring to a possible desired (or virtual( contact among the passengers of an elevator as a result of the perception of each other. That is, an attempt in converting the short experiences of the elevator trip into a more durable experience (or an attempt in converting the not-so-intense experiences of the elevator trip into a more-intense experience.)

The letters that form the three onomatopoeias are placed on a sheet of mylar which is hanging just below the elevator ceiling from one side to the other of the elevator. 

The transparency of the mylar lets the viewer visually experience the words but does not allow him/her to touch them, mimicking a feeling of longing for an unreachable object of desire.
