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Following on the success of his ILLA project, staged last March at the Armory, Angelo Musco is presenting his newest performance piece, curated once again by Ombretta Agró Andruff, to be held in conjunction with the 2005 Armory Show.

Parthenogenesis, a one-night-only, site-specific, performance/installation will take place at the Atrium Garden in NYC from 8 p.m. and 9:30 p.m. on Sunday, March 13th, 2005. The project consists of an enormous white dress with a circular base of 30-feet in diameter, held up by 11 statuesque pregnant women frozen in place, covered in white make-up, white wigs, and even white contact lenses. (N.B.: In biology, parthenogenesis denotes a form of reproduction in which the ovum develops into a new individual without fertilization.)

Musco’s delayed birth at the eleventh month serves as a primary catalyst for a narrative body of work which embodies the artist’s fascination with a variety of life-giving forms. Suspended in between the real and the platonic, these harmonious, geometric renderings of placentas, eggs, nests, and genetic structures as living architectural compositions simultaneously cloak and reveal the human form. 

The Atrium Garden may be entered from 144 West 54th Street, between 6th and 7th Avenues.
